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Annual Investment Policy 2024-25
1. Subject to retention of a satisfactory working revenue balance and committed capital monies, other monies should be primarily invested in the Public Sector Deposit Fund, with a working amount retained in a Reserve Account.  A balance of £50 will always be kept in a Current Account.
2. It is a principle of this Policy that investments will be made as and when opportunities arise, and for the longer term wherever possible.
3. All investment transactions will be recorded in the minutes.
4. The monthly bank reconciliation statement will contain full details of all investments and interest earned and will record Community Infrastructure Levy balances in order that these can be invested in projects appropriately within the required time limits.
5. Interest or dividends on all investments will be treated as revenue, and should be compounded as circumstances allow.
6. Capital expenditure should be limited to long-term schemes that are beneficial to the community as a whole, or a substantial section of it.  Where at all possible, local materials and workforce will be used.
7. The Parish Council will normally consider the views of the public on significant capital expenditure. 
8. It is a fundamental requirement of this Policy that the Parish Council will not speculate beyond the investments mentioned at paragraph 1.  
9. The Council specifically don’t invest in Russian or tobacco investments.
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
